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The Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra (SNYCO)
is an orchestra organised under the Ministry of Education’s
(MOE) National Project of Excellence (NPOE). Members of
the orchestra come from a diverse range of backgrounds and
have all been selected through a rigorous process. Every year,
recruitment is open to tertiary and arts institutions, and also
mainstream primary and secondary schools. In the 2022
Singapore Chinese Music Competition, 19 musicians from
SNYCO won 1 Solo Grand Category, 1 Audience Choice Award,
7 First Prizes, 5 Second Prizes and 6 Third Prizes. From its
inception, SNYCO holds 3 major ticketed concerts annually
and since 2017, it has taken the additional step of performing
in outreach and educational concerts in neighbourhood
schools, the heartlands and communities. Not only do these
concerts give the musicians more performance opportunities
and stage experience, they also help to promote Chinese music
to the communities.

To date, SNYCO has nurtured numerous outstanding musicians,
and among them, six have successfully joined the Singapore
Chinese Orchestra (SCO), establishing themselves as professional
full-time musicians. Besides becoming professional musicians
and distinguished members of the Singapore Chinese music
fraternity, many other SNYCO members have also moved on
to become respected professionals in their respective fields,
making innumerable contributions to both the Singapore arts
scene and various corporations and institutions.
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Under the leadership of Music Director Quek Ling Kiong and
Associate Conductor Moses Gay, SNYCO seeks to nurture
aspiring youths to be the future pillars of Singapore’s Chinese
music scene. Currently, there are over go members in SNYCO
between the ages of 10 and 26 who receive professional
tutelage under the guidance of 13 SCO musicians. They also
represent more than 40 schools in Singapore. Members
enrolled in mainstream (MOE) secondary schools who have
sustained involvement with SNYCO will have their participation
recognized in lieu of a school-based Co-Curricular Activity
(CCA), with the potential of receiving the highest CCA grades.

From the many sold-out concerts to the critically-acclaimed
overseas concert tours, the high standards of SNYCO have
firmly established it as one of the premier youth orchestras, both
locally and regionally. With the full support of the Ministry of
Culture, Community and Youth and the National Arts Council,
under the experienced management of SCO, SNYCO enjoys
exceptional resources and facilities. SNYCO will persevere in
its mission to inspire, nurture, and develop our youth into
exemplary music advocates to serve the community.



Singapore Chinese Orchestra
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Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO), inaugurated in 1997, is
Singapore’s only professional national Chinese orchestra. SCO,
made up of more than 8o musicians, occupies the Singapore
Conference Hall, which is a national monument. With Prime
Minister Lee Hsien Loong as its patron, SCO takes on the twin
role of preserving traditional arts and culture and establishing
its unique identity through the incorporation of Southeast
Asian cultural elements in its music.

SCO has impressed a broadening audience with its blockbuster
presentations and is fast establishing itself around the world. In
2009, SCO made history by becoming the first Chinese orchestra
to perform in the opening week of the Edinburgh Festival, and
in 2010, performed in Paris as part of the Singapour Festivarts.

Well-known for its high performance standards and versatility,
SCO has toured various countries and cities including Beijing,
Shanghai, Xiamen, Nanjing, Suzhou, Macau, Hungary and
England. The year 2019 also saw SCO performing in Asia
Culture Centre, Gwangju, South Korea and completing the
Europe Concert Tour in Berlin (Germany), Prague (Czech
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Republic), Forli (Italy) and Ioannina (Greece). In August 2022,
an ensemble of 5 SCO musicians was invited to Nuremberg
(Germany) by the Nuremberg Symphony Orchestra to perform
at the Klassik Open Air, an annual large-scale outdoor concert
that was attended by over 75,000 audience. These international
platforms provided SCO with the opportunities to showcase
its talents and music, propelling it to the forefront of the
international music arena.

With its vision to be a world-renowned people’s orchestra, SCO
widens its outreach by performing regularly at various national
parks, communities and schools. SCO also commissions its
own compositions. It is with this vision that SCO continues to
inspire, influence, educate and communicate through its music.

Moses Gay — Associate Conductor
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Hailed by The Straits Times as an “excellent young conductor”,
Moses Gay’s first foray into conducting began at the age of
16, where he earned great praise from renowned Chinese
conductor Ku Lap Man while conducting Phoon Yew Tien’s
The Forge Ahead. Since then, he has developed into an
outstanding musician, graduating with First Class Honours
from the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts and obtaining a
Master’s Degree in Orchestral Conducting at the China
Conservatory of Music, both on full scholarship. Moses Gay
is currently appointed as SCO and SNYCO Associate
Conductor, and Music Director of the National University of
Singapore Chinese Orchestra.

During the course of his study, Gay was privileged to receive
tutelage from eminent conductors such as Roberto Paternostro,
Martin Sieghart, Vance George, Mark Gibson, Leon Gregorian,
Wolfgang Doerner and Marc Trautmann in various
masterclasses and as their assistant, received positive reviews
from all. He was mentored by Alexander Polischuk at the
Saint Petersburg State Conservatory in Russia and throughout
his postgraduate course, received tutelage from Professor
Youqing Yang and Maestro Tsung Yeh. While studying at the
Conservatory in 2011, he was appointed as SCO’s Conducting
Assistant. He has also held the position of Assistant Conductor
at the China Youth Philharmonic Orchestra.

Demand for Gay’s powerful conducting style has grown
beyond Singapore’s shores. By 2019, he had conducted the
Singapore National Youth Chinese Orchestra (SNYCO) in
Beijing, Shanghai and Suzhou over two concert tours. Upon
invitation, Gay led the National University of Singapore
Chinese Orchestra (NUSCO) to perform at the Hsinchu
Chinese Orchestra Festival 2019 in Taiwan. In the same year,
he was also invited to be a guest conductor for the Wind-
Sough Classical Chamber Orchestra in Taichung.

Gay’s conducting experience extends beyond Chinese
orchestral music. In 2015, he was invited to collaborate with
the Orchestre Régional de Cannes in France, and in 2017
alone, he conducted the Moravian Philharmonic Orchestra
and the South Czech Philharmonic in Czech Republic, and
the Berlin Sinfonietta in Germany.
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As an erhu performer, Gay was invited to Rennes, France to
perform the Red Plum Capriccio Concerto with the Orchestre
Symphonique de Bretagne and to helm a workshop in erhu
performance at the Institut Confucius de Bretagne. He has
also been honoured to study with the late erthu doyenne Min
Hui Fen and erhu master Zhang Shao. Gay is also currently
Executive Member of the Singapore Hugqin Association. He
owes his musical journey to Zhang Yuming, to whom he
expresses his heartfelt gratitude.

Bolstering his already impressive portfolio, Gay also works
on compositional arrangement experience. His arrangement
of Gathering for the StringWerkz quintet received the “Special
Prize for Original Arrangement” at the 2013 3rd Terem
Crossover International Music Competition in Saint
Petersburg, Russia. As Conductor of Jing Ying Chinese
Orchestra, he has led them to numerous wins at the National
Chinese Music Competition.
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Koh Yu Jie — Erhu
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Koh Yu Jie started learning the erhu at age 9 under the tutelage
of renowned erhu master Zhang Yuming. She holds a
Certificate of Diploma in the Chinese Instrumental
Examinations of both the National University of Singapore
(NUS) Centre of the Arts and the Central Conservatory of
Music (CCOM).

An active participant in both local and international music
competitions, Yu Jie has won multiple awards, most notably
in various editions of the National Chinese Music Competition
and Singapore Chinese Music Competition.

As a member of Toa Payoh West Community Club Chinese
Orchestra (TPWCCCO), Yu Jie was selected as a soloist for
its annual concert “Con Brio V” in 2017, where her solo
rendition of the Sanmen Gorge Capriccio garnered many
positive reviews. In the same year, she auditioned successfully
to join the gaohu section of the Singapore National Youth
Chinese Orchestra (SNYCO), and currently serves as the
orchestra’s co-concertmaster.

An awardee of the Tan Chay Bing Scholarship, Yu Jie was
admitted to the Nanyang Academy of Arts (NAFA) in 2020,
where she pursues a Diploma in Music majoring in erhu
performance. She serves as the concertmaster and gaohu
principal of the school's Chinese Orchestra. In 2021, Yu Jie was
selected to participate in NAFA’s Talent Development Programme.

In addition to the erhu and gaohu, Yu Jie is passionate about
learning other instruments, such as the zhonghu, banhu,
jinghu and the Nanyin erxian, to deepen her understanding
of instruments in the huqin family. As she continues to strive
for breadth and depth in musical skill and expression, she
hopes that her music will evoke emotions, bring healing and
resonate with the audience.



Sim Kee — Guzheng
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Sim Kee graduated in 2023 with a Bachelor in Music
(Honours) from the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts, in
partnership with the esteemed Royal College of Music
(London) and Central Conservatory of Music (Beijing), under
the tutelage of Xu Hui, Guzheng associate principal of the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO). During her studies, she
also had the opportunity to learn and excel in percussion
under SCO percussionist, Shen Guoqin. During her time in
NAFA, she was designated as the principal player for both
Guzheng and Chinese percussion.

Sim Kee also has a plethora of experience in the competition
scene, having competed in every rendition of the Singapore
Chinese Music Competition since 2018. In 2018 she competed
in the ensemble category with the NAFA Guzheng ensemble
and won the second runner up award. In 2020, she competed
in the Guzheng senior category and clinched first runner up.
In the most recent 2022 rendition, she once again competed
in the ensemble category, with her group securing the
top spot.

In the same year, Sim Kee was invited to join the TENG
Company as one of their new musicians. Since then, she has
actively performed with them, participating in numerous
projects locally and internationally. Throughout her years in
NAFA and TENG, Sim Kee has expanded her repertoire
across musical genres from traditional Chinese music to pop
and contemporary.
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Programme Synopsis
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“Eight Tones” is a form of Chinese folk instrumental music, typically played during customary festive
occasions such as marriages, housewarmings and birthdays. Originated from ancient China, “Eight
Tones” refer to the eight types of musical instruments classified according to the materials used to
make them. This piece uses Guangxi’s Zhuang ethnic folk music as its composing material and
infuses a contemporary flavour into the melodic style of folksong and lusheng dance. The fiery tempo
and sonorous melody give an exciting experience of unrestrained singing and dancing. The piece was
commissioned by the Ministry of Education and the Singapore Chinese Orchestra, and premiered on
2 April 2011.
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Wang Danhong, one of the most active young composers in China today and the representative
of a new generation. She has won numerous awards for her works, including the highest
honour in the National Competition for Symphonic Works, the governmental highest award—
Wen Hua Prize and other various prizes of composing competitions both in China and overseas.
Her music works are deeply influenced by Chinese traditional music and folk music, but also
keeps pace with the aesthetic trends in contemporary society, and are regarded as “the eastern
language with the colours of Western oil painting”.
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The Lord of Western Qjn, also known as the Lord Husband, forms the bastions of opera together with
Field Marshall. The Lord of Western Qin refers to Emperor Xuanzong of China’s Tang Dynasty. His 30
years reign was an era of enlightenment, known as the Kai Yuan period. Xuanzong indulged in song
and dance, built stages in the palace and gathered artistes to compose and perform for his palace.
Xuanzong thus known as the patriarch of opera and revered as a deity of music in this era of artistic
excellence. Later in his reign, the Emperor doted on the Concubine Yang Guifei and spent his days
in revelry. He neglected the country and, An Lu Shan, a military leader rose in rebellion. The capital,
Chang-an, fell and the Emperor fled to the western province of Sichuan, passing the throne to the
Crown Prince. Xuanzong spent the rest of his life in Sichuan. This piece draws its roots from operatic
music and is hence titled The Lord of Western Qin.
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Lu Yun began her music education at childhood and in the year 2000, learnt music composition
under the tutelage of Hung Chung-Kun. She won the first prize in Chinese Music Competition
(the Council for Cultural Affairs, Taiwan) with The Lord of Western Qin in 2003, before being
shortlisted for the Best Composer Award in the Traditional and Art Music Category of the 16th
Golden Melody Awards in the following year. She won the same competition again in 2004 and
2005 with Lang Sai and The Collection of Masks. Lu Yun studied her Master’s degree in music
at the National Taiwan University of Arts in 2004 under the guidance of Zhou Long and Chen
Yi. She received her Doctor of Musical Arts degree in composition at the University of Missouri
in Kansas City in 2014.
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As Thus Composed by Wang Danhong
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Composed in 2012, the Guzheng Concerto As Thus utilises thematic material from the most well-known
aria in the Kunqu Opera The Peony Pavilion, in which the female lead sings of the impermanence of all
things beautiful. This piece’s pretty exterior belies a core deeply rooted in traditional culture: Eastern
schools of thought, cultural heritage, and philosophy. Spiritually inspired by the famous verse at the
end of the Diamond Sutra, “So you should view all of the fleeting world: A star at dawn, a bubble in
the stream; A flash of lightning in a summer cloud; A flickering lamp, a phantom, and a dream”, the
composer seeks, through continuous introspection, cleansing of the soul, improvement of the self,
and a clearer understanding of life. The pure energy radiating from this piece will bring inner peace
and calm to the audience.
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Endless Composed Chen Si’ang
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This piece consists of 5 parts: 1) Chinese River Dolphin, 2) Crested Ibis, 3) Panda, 4) Tibetan Antelope,
and 5) Humankind. After more than 4 billion years of evolution, the Earth was a beautiful and
fascinating blue planet that harboured millions of species and a wealth of resources. Since humans
emerged a few hundred thousand years ago, rare species extinct, resources depleted and the Earth
polluted. Through this piece, we are to self-reflect our roles and contemplate upon the fate of earth.
Although the composer approached this grave subject matter with a heavy heart, he did not create
a depressing and melancholic musical piece. Instead, with music as his colours, he pours out his
heart and soul to paint 5 lively pictures of the beauty of life on Earth and the majesty of nature. As a
composer, he hopes to effect changes within his reach, to honour earth’s ecosystems, living things
and life itself. Let music stirs the love in our hearts, let us treasure our only home with the wisdom
and foresight of humanity and let us live harmoniously with other lifeforms so that the circle of life
continues forevermore.

In 2018,
he was nominated for the Guangdong Outstanding Youth Cultural Talent Award. Chen was
commissioned by the Beijing Modern Music Festival and the Central Conservatory of Music
under the 211 Project to compose chamber music pieces. He was invited by the China's
ConTempo Composition Competition organisers to participate in the Donaueschingen Festival
in Germany in 2009.

The excavation of the terra-cotta warriors and horses from the imperial tomb of the Qin Dynasty in 1974
attracted worldwide attention. In the history of China (230-221 BC), the Emperor of Qin, Ying Zheng
conquered the six dukedoms of Han, Zhao, Wei, Chu, Yan and Qi to form a kingdom and proclaimed
emperorship. However, the people could not tolerate the Emperor’s despotic and oppressive rule and

toppled the regime after 13 years. This piece is not about the terra-cotta warriors despite its title. It
depicts the Qin soldiers who suffered immensely at war for years, the misery and home longing of the
soldiers, and the yearning of their families who waited anxiously for their return. Hence, the work is
a “Fantasia” in three sections.

First section: Troops in Gallant, Array with a Guard of Honour — At the beginning, the music is soft.
It depicts a scene at dawn with faint trumpeting. The sound of marching can also be heard from
a distance. Then, the theme of the marching troops is introduced. The second theme conveys the
soldier’s low spirits. Later, a passage of fanfare portrays the majestic appearance of the Emperor’s
carriage and the guards of honour. The last scene depicts encampment after a din of drums and gongs.

Second section: Dreaming of Home, the Soldiers Yearn to Meet their Loved Ones — In the calm of the
night, there is an occasional sound of the clapper from the patrolling soldiers. In this isolated area, one
could vaguely hear a faint mournful song sung by a weeping soldier. In response to his nostalgic feelings,
others join in to sing in chorus. Gradually, they fall asleep. The sound of the clappers continues to mimic
the sound of pounding while the wives doing the laundry at home. Then the uses of guzheng bring upon
the soldiers’ reminiscence of families and dreams broken with the sound of percussion.

Third section: The Troops Marching on through the Snow under the Flag of the Emperor — In a
different mood, the theme of the first section reappears to describe a different scene. The Emperor’s
guards of honour and the marching troops remain the same but the wintry gale is now blowing, the
black clouds are gathering and snowflakes started falling. The mood of the music turns grim. The
marching theme has become a passage of trumpeting, touching and tragic. Lastly, the whole work ends
in a stirring atmosphere of heightened emotions.
